Central figures of the Baha'i Faith:

The Bab: His name means the “Gate” in Arabic and He lived from
1819-1850. The Bab is the Messenger of God Who prepared the
people for the coming of Bah&’u’llah. In 1844, He announced in
Persia (present day Iran) that He had been sent by God to prepare
humanity for "Him Whom God shall make manife@Baha’u’llah),
Who would usher in the promised age of peace and justice.

Bah&'u'lldh: His name means “The Glory of God” in Arabic and He
lived from 1817-1892. In 1863, Baha’u’llah declared that He is the
Messenger of God for this age and the Promised One of all
religions. Baha’u’llah suffered 40 years of imprisonment, torture,
and exile for teaching that God has sent Divine Messengers
(Abraham, Moses, Jesus, Mohammad, Krishna, Buddha, The Bab,
and Zoroaster) throughout history to guide humankind; and thus
there is just one God, one religion, and one human race.

"Abdu’l-Baha: His name means ”Servant of Glory” in Arabic and he
lived from 1844-1921. He is Bah&’u’llah eldest son and is pictured
on the Bah&’i Center’s wall as the “Perfect Exemplar” of
Baha’u’llah’s teachings.
